
Smartwaiver Club User Guide 
 

This short guide will provide details on how to use Smartwaiver, an online waiver-signing platform 
used by Water Polo Canada (WPC). Smartwaiver is a website that allows individuals to upload or 
create a digital waiver that can be sent, signed and stored by its online system. The Smartwaiver 
platform will allow registrants to sign required documents, including the WPC Acknowledgement of 
Risk (AOR). It will also be used for AOR management by administrators. 

 

Each club account will be set-up by their Provincial Sport Organization (PSO). There will be a 
designated club administrator(s) responsible for managing each club account. The club 
administrator(s) will be listed as the “Event Manager” in Smartwaiver. The club administrator(s) will 
distribute the link to sign the WPC AOR to each club registrant and monitor the list of signed WPC 
AORs. 

 
If you have any questions regarding the Smartwaiver platform, please reach out to your 
PSO administrator. 

 

How to Access your Smartwaiver Club Account: 

Each club administrator(s) will receive an email, similar to the example below, which will allow 

them to access their account. 
 

Click the “Manage Your Event” button 

and you will be taken to a webpage 

with a pop-up window asking for your 

Last Name. 

Once you have entered your Last 

Name you will be granted access to 

your club’s account page (see below). 
 
Note: You will have to click this button 
each time you would like to access your 
club’s account or bookmark the page.

Once a club registrant clicks on the waiver link provided by the club administrator(s), they will be taken to 
the following webpage where they will select and sign the AORs listed:
